Background & Context 





 - Facilitating mutual learning among the Member States to effectively implement the SDG4-Education 2030 agenda at national and sub-national levels; - Fostering south-south-north cooperation across the various thematic areas of SDG4; - Facilitating country level participation in regional and sub-regional level monitoring exercises on SDG4-Education 4130;  - Organizing high level joint advocacy and awareness raising - Ensuring regular communications between regional and global level coordination (through the Global SC representatives); and - Exploring opportunities to generate and mobilize resources for effective implementation of SDG4 within the country.  Main activities (foreseen/proposed) - Organization of regional SDG4-Education 2030 meetings, including APMED. - Organization of periodic regional monitoring exercises. - Development of joint communique and/or advocacy messaging, communication materials. - In partnership with the RTWG, conducting cross-national studies on the key common issues in implementing the SDG4-Education 2030 agenda.  Timeframe The regional network will be initiated at the second Asia-Pacific Meeting on Education 2030 (18 November 2016). It should remain in place until 4130. An evaluation of its effectiveness should be undertaken by the end of 2020 and thereafter at regular intervals to ensure that the mechanism remains relevant to emerging needs.
