This thematic session will address the structural issues related to the adaptation and
implementation of cultural policies in the face of contemporary challenges. Among the
strategic directions of a sector marked by the unequal impact of the digital transformation, is
the need to reaffirm the urgency of protecting and promoting cultural diversity, placing cultural
rights, equal access to culture, social cohesion and inclusion at the forefront. In a context where
the cultural sector has been severely impacted by the COVID-19 pandemic, the session will
address policy frameworks, measures and tools to strengthen the resilience of the sector, in
particular regarding the socio-economic conditions of artists and culture professionals, and
to reinvest in the cultural sector, diversifying funding sources. An integrated approach,
